1. Make sure you have everything with you before leaving the band room on the audition day.

2. Dress nicely as this is a live performance and impressions do matter.

3. Make sure you have the directions to the school with you.

4. Give yourself plenty of time to get to the performance site, locate the room, warm-up, and be outside your room 20 minutes ahead of your audition time.  

5. Make sure you tune before playing.

6. Check in at the area designated. Find Ms. Kinion or another band director if there is an issue.
7. Make sure you know what time you audition, the room number, and the sight reading room (if separate from audition room).

8. Make sure you have your audition material and any necessary supplies (extra reeds).

9. Please do not play too much before entering the room to perform.  Don’t wear yourself out. 
10. Empty your water keys or swab out your instrument before auditioning.
11. Be outside your room at least 20 minutes before your audition time.

12. You alone must enter the audition area. No parents, siblings, or friends will be permitted.

13. Decide if you are going to sit or stand for the audition before entering the room.

14. Make sure you listen to the prompter’s directions and follow them.

15. Please do not discuss anything with the adjudicator.  Their decision is final.

16. Remember to go to the designated sight reading room if separate from the audition room. 

17. Relax and show the adjudicator that you can play your instrument.  Play music!!!  Give it everything you’ve got the first time, as you will only get one chance.

18. Use lots of AIR, AIR, and AIR!!!!!

19. Remember that you are guests on this campus.  Please do not play in the hallways or any other areas other than designated warm-up and performance areas. Always act professional and courteous.
